Lyrical dancing is a graceful and expressive style of
dance that blends elements of ballet, jazz, and
contemporary movement. It’s often performed to
music with emotional lyrics, allowing dancers to
interpret and convey the song’s story or feeling
through their movements. Characterized by fluid
transitions, dramatic gestures, and strong technique,
lyrical dance emphasizes emotional connection and
storytelling. Dancers use their bodies to express
vulnerability, strength, and passion, creating a
powerful experience for both the performer and the
audience.
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April Dance Terminology

Piroutté: “Whirl or spin”. A controlled turn on one leg in
relevé. The gesture leg may be held in retiré (passé), Cararirions
seconde, attitude, cou-de-pied, etc.
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Ronde de jambe: A unilateral leg action in which the et

gesture leg is circled from front to back of the dancer’s 7

body, or vice versa. May be performed on the ground (a "’}“///////# b TiDancs
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terre) or in the air (en laire). /
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Sauté: A simple jump in the vertical direction.
